His name can mean “joined together,” tadi” “pleasant
and sympathetic,” or as a derivative of Yehudawitl give praise,” or “I will give thanks.” He waalso brave.

After eighteen years of the Moabite King Eglon'gigssion of Israel from Jericho, the children oééd cried out for a deliverer.Jéricho
stronghold’ are those that have fallen back into the hanti@enemy after having been conquered. The lessomquered areas will have to
be conquered again if we fail to persevere in it because the devil delights in “snatching dedes of the jaws of victory.”

Ehud was choseto lead a delegation to the king of Moab with agent, perhaps tribute. Ehud saw opportuauityf took advantage of it (cf

“For the LORD ydBod walks in the midst of
your camp, to deliver you, and to give up your e@snbefore you; therefore shall your camp be hiblgt He see no unclean thing in you, i
turn away from you.” As we bury the dung, God witle it as fertilizer in the soil of humility to cseius to grow, rooted and grounded in the
love of Christ.
